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The Discussion on China’s Soft Power Policy in ASEAN: A case study of Thailand

Abstract

Neighboring countries are playing an important role in China's development. China
and ASEAN countries are important neighboring countries where they cooperate with each
oher in regard to diplomatic strategies and “Belt and Road” Initiative policy (BRI). Although
China and several ASEAN countries had many conflicts in the past, they seek to develop and
cooperate to help each other via talk continuously. Aside from using diplomacy, China also
uses “Soft Power” policy where it is considered as an important solution. Among ASEAN
countries, China's “Soft Power” is successfully applied with Thailand. The purpose of this
article is to study China's “Soft Power” policy in ASEAN, especially Thailand concerning
politics, economy, society and education. This study also discussed the advantages and
disadvantages of China's “Soft Power” policy in ASEAN and Thailand. The succesfull “Solf
Power” between China and Thailand is believed to be due to several factors, such as Sino-
Thai community and oversea Chinese in Thailand, Thailand’s promotion and response to
China’s “BRI” policy and a lack of historical conflict between China and Thailand from the

past to present.
